B Target Guardian

. Reducing or exempting Residence Tax (Inhabitant tax).

. Reducing or exempting the National Pension Insurance fee.

. Reducing, exempting or postponing to collection National Health Insurance Tax.
. Receiving the child care allowance.
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. Having a qualified handbook for a day laborer.
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*Please contact the School Principal or Board of Education for your other special matters.
*There are other criteria based on total income if you don’t be included in requirement as above. It is changed

by the number and age of family member in a household.
